Houses in Over Haddon

We can only speculate what the early houses in Baddon looked like, but the earliest indicatiomis
a map drawn up in 1528 to illustrate a dispute betwOver Haddon men and the Abbott of Leicester,
who owned Meadow Place Grange. This map (the @igihwhich is in the Public Record Office)
shows the houses surprisingly being mainly of &twabered construction, with the roofs possibly
thatched. This aspect of the dwellings is bornlyua survey carried out in the 1840’s by the Melbbeu
Estate (which owned most of the village), priothie Estate houses being put up for sale.

In it these houses are described as “being in poadition, the roofs being mainly thatched”. Imagin
applying to the Peak Park to change your roof fetee or stone to thatch. The planners would be
horrified, suggesting, possibly, that a thatchemf e totally alien to Over Haddon! If anyone febke
doing this, refer the Planners to me, and | wilwshhem the actual record!
