However, the request 
by the landowner, to amend the access points to footpath 
no.7 (running from Dale Rd eastwards into Lathkil Dale) 
has been sanctioned. The next phase requires Derbys 
County Council to clarify the route of the footpath across 
the daleside after which they have undertaken to arrange for 
the path to be made useable. 
· Finally, development of the affordable, semi-
detached houses is expected to be completed by September. 
Building has been delayed by difficulties in obtaining suffi-
cient supplies of stone for construction.
