I re-

member the Picture House was opposite The Manners 

Hotel. I remember we used to go up to the bus stop 

hoping to get on the bus. It came from Buxton via 

Chelmorton, Flagg and Monyash and was always very 

full. I remember the bus left Over Haddon at 6.19 so 

we missed the start of the film. I remember the bus 

came back from Bakewell at 9.00 so we missed the end 

of the film. Still we went. 

I remember the first school meals. I remember we ate 

at Mrs Brocklehurst’s, now Marion Amblers. The 

meals came from Buxton and contrary to popular opin-

ion were very good. 

I remember polishing the school floor. I remember we 

used to clear all the furniture out and then have great 

fun throwing "stuff all over the floor and then sweep-

ing it up again. I think the "stuff' was sawdust or 

sand impregnated with polish which when swept up 

left a lovely shine. It had one of those smells which 

evoke memories of childhood when smelt today. 

I remember from school we were all given silk worms 

which we kept at home in a warm place, usually on the 

Yorkshire Range.

News from St. Anne’s Church 
We have a new vicar! Tony Kaunhoven was installed at a spe-
cial Licensing service at All Saints parish church in Bakewell 
on Sunday the 21st January, as the vicar of Bakewell with 
Over Haddon, Ashford and Sheldon. The church was packed 
and it was a joyful occasion. Although he has four churches to 
look after, and will also help with Rowsley for the time being, 
he is keen to be able to visit each church regularly, and meet 
those who worship there, so he has re-scheduled the services 
for the next six months or so, to see how it works. St Anne’s 
church in Over Haddon will, therefore, have a different pat-
tern of services from the beginning of February. 
The first Sunday of the month (starting on the 4th of Febru-
ary) will be at 9.45 and will be a communion service by exten-
sion; that is, taken by a lay person with bread and wine which 
has already been consecrated. The second Sunday  (starting 
the 11th February) will also be at 9.45 and will be non-
communion service. The third Sunday (starting on 18th Feb-
ruary) will be a communion service at 11.00 taken by the 
vicar, and on the fourth Sunday   (starting on 25th February) 
there will be a non-communion service at 11.00. As at present, 
fifth Sundays will have united services at 11.00, shared be-
tween Bakewell, Over Haddon and Rowsley. 
Dates that are coming up include: 

26th February to the 8th April will be the season of Lent, 
and a number of house classes will be arranged, to discuss 
ethical problems that we face in today’s world. 
 Saturday, the 3rd March; there will a video presentation 
at the Medway Centre in Bakewell of the Flower Festival 
that was held last August at the parish church. 
Sunday, the 8th April will be Easter, when the most im-
portant service of the Christian year will be held at all 
churches. 
Thursday the 26th of July will be St Anne’s day, when the 
patronal festival will be held. 
 
Finally, as anyone who has ever been inside St Anne’s 
church will know, one of the nicest things about the 
church (apart from the fact that it is always open) is that 
fresh flowers are on display on the altar every week of the 
year (except for Lent), and on most of the church win-
dows at the main festivals. To maintain this lovely tradi-
tion, we urgently need some more people to join a flower 
rota, which would involve taking part only a few times a 
year.
