The first thing I remember of the 

47 snow was opening the front 

door to go to school. I remember 

my dad wouldn't let us out. I re-

member being acutely aware that 

Mrs Shannon the schoolteacher 

would be cross if I didn't go to 

school.

A group of folk from around 
Derbyshire are producing the 
magnificent play by Arthur 
Miller, "The Crucible".  
It's the tremendously powerful 
story of the Salem witch hunt - 
written by Miller in 1953 to 
shed light on the modern day 
witch-hunt that was undertaken 
in the USA by the McCarthy 
House of Representatives' Com-
mittee on Un-American Activi-
ties.  
Americans were in fear of com-
munism and the Committee 
"blacklisted" accused people 
who were brought before the 
Committee - often on the basis 
of gossip and whispers. Miller 
himself was brought before the 
Committee in 1956, after he 
had written “The Crucible”.

The play is cast, but we're still 
looking for helpers to work on 
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they told me their story. Barbara 
had had terrible back ache when 
she was in her seventies and had 
contemplated suicide because of the 
incessant pain.

This explains that there are 
different acids in the stomach which 
are better at digesting some types of 
food than others; so acid forming 
foods (concentrated proteins such as 
Fish, Meat and Cheese) are digested 
by hydrochloric acid while alkaline 
forming foods (such as bread, cere-
als, potatoes and sugars) are di-
gested by an enzyme called ptyalin. 
Eat a meal with a mixture of both 
types of food then the acid is neu-
tralized by the alkalis and the pro-

teins aren’t properly digested and 
all sorts of toxic waste chemicals 
are produced. 
There is also a heavy emphasis on 
fresh fruit and vegetables and 
avoidance of processed food such as 
white sugar, margarine and hydro-
genated fats. 
Once you can get your head around 
not eating Fish and Chips, Chicken 
and Rice and Meat and Potato pie 
it’s very easy. Because the stomach 
becomes more efficient at digesting 
food the amount you need to eat 
reduces. As you naturally eat less 
and lose weight that bloated feeling 
after meals is a thing of the past. No 
need to resort to Gaviscon  or Ren-
nie tablets or expensive pro-biotic 
yoghurts. Eating out is simple, ei-
ther have a starter or have a nor-
mal dish without the potatoes or 
rice but the main thing is to enjoy a 
variety of foods. A healthy diet is 
not what you eat but what you di-
gest plus I haven’t had a cold for 5 
years. ����

As we all know we eat to live and 
occasionally live to eat. I’m sure we 
all have our own ideas on what con-
stitutes a healthy diet and I’m sure 
we all know what is an unhealthy 
diet, but let me tell you about what 
works for me and why I would rec-
ommend it. 
On a cycling holiday in France we 
lived on wonderful fresh croissants, 
pain au raisin and fruit for break-
fast, bread and cheese for lunch and 
supper would be the “plat du jour” 
wherever we ended the day. I found 
that after many meals I had a 
bloated stomach and felt incredibly 
full.  
On returning to this country I read 
a book by Ranulph Fiennes called 
Fit for Life,  which apart from being 
full of useful information on what 
you need to do to stay healthy and 
supple, mentions the Hay diet. The 
basic premise is you shouldn’t com-
bine proteins and carbohydrates in 
the same meal.

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It is now 10 months since I was hood-
winked into taking over the Chair of the 
Village Hall Committee from Pat Thurlby. 
He is a hard act to follow but he did pass 
on one useful tip: “The art of Chairman-
ship is to delegate”. Luckily we have a 
very keen and active management team 
who are only too willing to help which 
makes the job much easier, especially 
when you consider the range of activities 
and events that take place in or around 
the hall over the year. 

One of the largest regular events is the 
Well Dressing. Planning starts in the au-
tumn of the previous year to meet tourist 
guide publication deadlines. Over the 
course of the following months the de-
sign is drafted and redrawn many times 
before a week of increasingly frantic ac-
tivity as the design is transferred to the 
wet clay and then petalled.

20 people!) and the boards are erected 
to a collective sigh of relief. 

The Village Show is the longest standing 
event that again brings many villagers to-
gether. This time they are in competition 
with each other, especially the men who 
often do well in the cookery classes too! 
So come on ladies, it’s time to claim back 
the W.I. cup. But the highlight of the 
show is probably the auction of produce 
under the hammer of Pat Thurlby, an en-
tertainment in it’s own right. 

The Village Show is closely followed by 
the Bakewell Silver Band Last Night of 
the Proms evening.  Our own version of 
the events at the Royal Albert Hall, it is a 
highly enjoyable night due in no small 
part to the entertaining band leader, and 
a chance for the committee members to 
take a back seat for a change. 

With the autumn comes the film season. 
Jen Foxon, who subsequently obtained a 
grant to buy our own equipment, started  

the film club. The current schedule is 
monthly but with more members who 
knows? As the nights draw in, bowls comes 
indoors at the village hall, just one of the 
events not run by the committee. 

November is celebrated with the Bonfire and 
Firework display funded by the Parish Coun-
cil. Building the bonfire wouldn’t be possible 
without the help of Barry Thurlby and Mark 
Walker and their tractors, assisted by many 
of the villagers only some of whom are on 
the committee. And to round off the year, 
Christmas is marked with a performance by 
the Bakewell Youth Theatre. A marvellous 
evening of song and dance by some very tal-
ented young people. 

These are just some of the regular annual 
events in the calendar, there are many more 
as well as some that are run on an ad-hoc 
basis. There are also regular clubs such as 
the photography workshop run by Jim Ed-
munson to help you get the most from your 
digital photographs and the book club where 
a wide variety of literary works are dis-
cussed. 

The village hall itself celebrated its 50th anni-
versary this year which was marked by a Pie 
and Pea Supper and a riotous games eve-
ning. But as you are aware the hall is show-
ing its age. Driven by the enthusiasm of Dick 
Foxon, aided by villagers with requisite skills 
and with the help of the Big Lottery fund we 
may be able to rebuild the hall in a similar 
style. By making use of modern technology 
to give us a more flexible and better-
equipped hall, we will have a showcase and 
legacy for future generations. 

If you have any suggestions for new events 
or would like to influence the future of the 
hall you have two options open to you. You 
can contact myself, Dick Foxon or one of the 
other committee members. Alternatively 
come to the annual general meeting and join 
us on the committee, that is how I started. 
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We have just started the season of Lent, a traditional time for abstinence, commemorating Jesus’ 
forty days in the wilderness, although nowadays there is more emphasis on positively doing 
(rather than not doing) something.  
Several Lent groups are held each week in Bakewell, which anyone is welcome to join. It has 
also been suggested that this year we should perhaps consider cutting down on carbon (or rather, 
things we do that produce carbon dioxide) given the problem of global warming.  
Lent comes to an end, of course, on Easter Sunday, on the 23rd of March, when there will be a 
Communion Service at St Anne’s at 11am. Before that, we will celebrate Mothering Sunday, on 
the 2nd of March, when there will be a Family Service at 3pm. This is especially geared towards 
children, and everyone who came last year will remember what a lovely, happy occasion it was. 
Normal service times at St Anne’s have settled down now to 9.45am on the first and second 
Sundays of the month, and 11am on the third and fourth Sundays. Remember that the vicar, 
Tony Kaunhoven, and often our trainee curate, John Paul Hoskins, are at the Communion Ser-
vice on the third Sunday. 
 
St Anne’s church would like to express it’s gratitude for the valuable contributions made,  via 
the Friends of St. Anne’s, towards the costs of maintaining the church building and churchyard.  
Last year £1,200 was received from the Friends, and a further £247 was raised by other activi-
ties, such as the table-top sale at the village hall and the sale of postcards inside the church. This 
money went to help offset costs, which included £614 for boiler repairs, £2,776 for roof repairs 
and £2,047 for the churchyard (including £1,000 owing from the previous year). Already, this 
year we have spent over £400 on re-building a section of dry stone wall, which was demolished 
when part of a tree blew onto it during a gale before Christmas. It is a continuous battle! 
We would also like to make it clear that any money donated to St Anne’s Church is kept for use 
within our village church, and cannot be “siphoned off” into diocesan, or any other, funds.  
Such donations do not count towards what is paid annually by St Anne’s towards general 
Church funds.
