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A COUPLE OF ITEMS FOUND AFTER WELL DRESSING




Since the last issue of The Voice in February this year, the village hall management committee and its develop-
ment sub-committee have been busy in discussions over the design brief with Adrian Russell, architect.
The aim has been to improve the current facilities by creating:
Separate male, female and disabled toilets with a baby changing facility
Increase the size of the kitchen
Improve storage space
Enable the hall capacity, currently 100, to be fully utilised (but NOT increased)
Provide an office/meeting room
Include as many sustainable energy systems as possible to generate the hall’s own electricity and to re-
duce or eliminate its reliance on major suppliers
Improve insulation to reduce the cost of space heating
Upgrade heating and lighting systems to make them more flexible and eco friendly
Design a building that makes best use of the limited space available and that has a reference back to the
“pioneers” of 1957
Comply with existing regulations on Disabled Access

As a result the village hall management committee advised every household in the parish, by way of a flyer, of an
Open Meeting on 19th May. The first draft of the plans were on display. With over 30 residents visiting, a num-
ber of comments and suggestions were received that led to some alterations to the internal arrangements of the
proposed office plus additional windows.

Subsequent to this meeting the planning application was submitted to Peak District National Park  Authority and
included solar photovoltaic roof tiles (to generate electricity), a ground source heat pump (to provide space heat-
ing via an under floor system), and a wind turbine (to generate electricity).

Following on from submission of these plans and discussions with a planning officer at PDNPA, the wind turbine
has been withdrawn due to concerns of villagers about the close proximity to residential properties.

Our application will now be considered by the PDNPA Planning Committee on 15th August 2008 at Aldern
House, Bakewell.

On the funding side, the Big Lottery Fund Stage 2 application has to be submitted by 2nd September 2008. Other
grant applications have been made, or are in the process of being submitted, to: Low Carbon Building Pro-
gramme (Phase 2), BRE-Community Sustainable Energy Programme, Garfield Weston Foundation, E.on En-
ergy, Co-operative Society, PDNPA Sustainable Development Fund and DDDC Village Hall Grants.

The Parish Council deals with a variety of issues including
Planning Applications, Administration of the allotments,
Footpaths, Car Parking, Dog Fouling, Litter Bins and
Street Lighting and any other matters brought to it's atten-
tion by villages'. An example of the latter was the Tele-
phone kiosk on Main Street. A couple of months ago it
was in desperate need of painting and as it has been con-
verted to card payment only and no longer accepts coins
we thought it may have been earmarked for removal. An
enquiry with English Heritage revealed that our kiosk is in
fact a Listed building and a call to BT to confirm this also
got it a lick of paint.

Parish Council Meetings usually take place on the 2nd
Monday of the month at 8pm in the Village Hall.
The agenda is posted on the Parish Council Noticeboard,

situated near the post box on Main Street, a week prior
to the meeting.

Meetings are open for anyone to attend, either as an ob-
server or to raise an issue, for which the first 10 minutes
of the meeting is allocated.

The minutes of the meetings, once approved, are also
displayed on the Parish Council Noticeboard.
